Sunday will bring 3 short races in Poole Bay, with a further 2 races on Monday morning, allowing time to get back to the Solent before evening.

 For new owners we feel that this should give an excellent exposure to inshore racing and a gentle introduction to the offshore racing that the boat was designed for – all with the minimum expenditure of holiday time.

For more experienced owners Poole undoubtedly run excellent racing –when we last went there it was voted the best racing of the year.  Lastly 2 evening meals together give an opportunity for new crews to pick the brains of their more experienced colleagues and short cut the learning curve involved in sailing a new boat.  On Saturday evening we are booked into Wok and Spicy for an “as much as you can eat Chinese Buffet” at 15 pounds a head. This restaurant is perfectly placed just across from the marina. On Sunday we will be able to enjoy the hospitality of the Poole Yacht Clubs.
